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IMPORTANT:

The psychologist may offer you some
initial feedback at the end of the
assessment, but you will not get a final
‘diagnosis’ until you get the full report.
This might take 4-6 weeks to complete.

The psychologist might also suggest that
you need some extra support or
adjustments, but we be able to
arrange this until we receive your report.

We will contact you when we receive it
and offer you an appointment with a
Disability Adviser. At this appointment
you will be able to discuss the findings and
explore the next steps.
